Thus, the  incidence 
tab les  show tha t ,  d u r i y  1949 only 
234 cases were recorded fromWest Punjab 
an3 2 cases from Sind. 

Since October 1949, no cases have 
occurred i n  these provinces Md cholera 
infcct ion i n  Pakistan has been r e s t r i c t ed  
t o  East Bengal only. 

1, marked increase i n  the  number of 
smallpox cascs during 1949 i s  noticeable 
i n  the  Union of South Africa. The r c tu r4>s  
a re  nearly three times a s  high a s  i n  the  
precediw yem. On the other hand, there  
was a marked decline i n  the  incidence of 
the  disease i n  m a  md  Uaanda. From 
834 cases i n  Kenya during 1946, the  
infect ion went down t o  19 cases i n  1949. 
I n  Ugmde, only 39 cases wore reported 
against 386 cases i n  1947. 

Figures recorded from =a show 
that there  was a r e l a t i ve ly  high incidence 
of smallpox i n  the country during the past  
two years. There i s  evidence, however, 
t h a t  a marked decline occurred i n  1950: 
13 cases only were recorded during the 
first twenty weeks of the  year. 

I n  there  was a progressive 
increase i n  smallpox durihg the years 
1946, lq47 and 1948, t he  number of 
cases reported oelng IU, 849, and 1U4 
respectively. I n  1949, however, there  
was a marked decline i n  the  incidence of 
t h e  disease and the re turns  f o r  the  first 
half  of 1950 show no change i n  this 
trend.

10,887 cases 
have already been reported d u r i y  the 
first twenty weeks of t he  year. 

1. docrcase of snallpox i n  Iraa 
i s  c l ea r ly  shown by comparing tho t o t a l  
f i t u r c s  f o r  the  first ha l f  year periods 
of 1748, 1949 and 1950. The t o t a l  
f igures  f o r  thosc th ree  periods arc 
659, 354 and 133 cases respectively. 

During the first 24 weeks of 1950, 
only 71  cases of smallpox occurrcd i n  
the  1.n::lo-Emtian Sudan, 29 of which 
were var iola  &nor and 8 were alastrim. 
It i s  c lear  t h a t  there  has been a 
rmrked f a l l  i n  the  incidence of t h i s  
disease since 1948. 

After being f r e e  from smallpox i n  
1947; Jordan had 48 cascs i n  1948 and 
188 casos i n  1949. Tho disease i n  1950 
i s  tending t o  decl ine.  During the f i r s  
half-year there  wcre only 2 1  cases, of 
which 17 occurrcd i n  a noliladic t r i be  i n  
the  eastern deser t  d i s t r i c t ,  and one 
case anong the refugees i n  Kereneh Camp. 

Smallpox began t o  be reported fron 
Saudi fnabia  l a t e  l a s t  year, a t  the end 
of the  Pilgrimage season. From October 
1949 t o  iipril 1950, 545 cases and 198 
deaths wcre recorded from Jedda and 
M-. The infec t ion  seens t o  be confir 
t o  those two l o c a l i t i e s .  

There has been no marked change i n  
the  incidence of smallpox i n  my 
Lebanon and Tanaanvika, and only a fcw 
sporadic cascs a r e  reported from ~ t h i c u d  
I s r s c l  and Turkey during 1949 and the 
f irst  ha l f  of 1950.

seems t o  bc s toadi ly  decreasi 7 325 cases were recorded i n  1948. he pc idence  
went darn t o  181 i n  1949 and the  t o t a l  
f i w e  f o r  cases f o r  the  f i r s t  six months 
3f 1950 was 74. 

Sincc 1947, there  has been a gradual 
decline i n  typhus fever  i n  the  Union of 
south Africa. The t o t a l  yearly f igures  
f o r  the  past  three years were 770, 4.28 
and 220. 

During the  years 1946 and 1947, 
there was a r e l a t i ve ly  high incidencc of 
typhus i n  Er i t rea  when I340 and 842 cases 
were recorded i n  the twa years. There 
has been a marked decline, however, during 
the following two years while i n  the  first 
24 weeks of 1950 only 12 cases were 
recorded. 

During the l a s t  four years, the  
incidencc of typhus fever i n  Irap has 
been nearly the same. The rc turns  so 
f a r  recorded f o r  1950 indicate  a similar 
incidence. 

The weekly figuresfol '  typhus f o r  
the first 20 weeks of 1950 indicate  a 
more favourable s i tua t ion  i n  Pakistan 
than ia the preoeding year. -cases 
were recorded, against  579 cases i n  the  
sane period of 1949. 

There has been a continuous dec ine  
i n  t he  incidence of typhus fever i n  $ urkey 
during the past  two years. This decline 
seems t o  be continuing i n  1950 a s  indicated 
by the returns of t he  disease recorded 
up till nw.

An 
outbreak of 156 cases occurred i n  Hebron 
and 24 cases i n  Gaza. Since t h a t  date, 
the disease has appeared spor.adically 
among the  refugees. Both types, epidemic 
and endemic a re  occasionally reported.
