Form of Presentation 
This year'b proposed programme and budget estimates follows last 

year's presentation In that the programmes for the English and French 
languages are incorporated into a single volume. It corresponds to 
the extent possible with the presentation of the regional programme as 
outlIned in Official Records 138. Hence, Malaria Erad~cation ProJects, 
except those financed from Technical Assistance funds, have been inco~­
porated in the regular programme and are described in detail under the 
respect1ve country and ~nter-country schedules. Supplementary or 
extended operations which may be undertaken depending upGn the avail­
ability of funds ~n the speuial account for acceleration of malaria 
el'adication under the voluntary fund for Health Promotion are indicated 

in Annex I. 

It will be seen from the "Summary by Main Subjects" on pages XII 
and XIII that projects are classified under their major subject headings, 
and that they follow the same sequence throughout the document. 

Narratives describing the respective budget proposals are shown on 
the pages facing the respective budget estimates.

Method of OO!putation 
., The method of computation is identical to that o~ last year. 

Among the important factors are: 

The amounts included in the 1965 columns in the various parts of 
the document, are based on expenditures incurred until May 1965, 
together with estimated additional requirements for the resa1nder of 
the year. The 1966 columns show the cost of the revised programme for 
that year and the 1967 columns represent the estimated costs of the 
programme proposals now submitted. 

The staffing in June 1965 has been used as a basis for projecting 
salaries and other staff costs for all established positions in the 
subsequent two years. All graded posts under Regular funds have been 
casted on a full-year baSiS, except tor posts exPected to be discon­
tinued during anyone year. 

New posts under Technical Assistance funds have, in accordance with 
established procedures, been costed from the aniicipated commencement 
date. In the case of new posts under the Regular programme, an average 
recruitment delay of four months has been applied to salaries and related 
costs, which, in turn, is deducted from the overall total costs. These 
deductions have not been reflected in individual country and inter­
country totals, but the estimated savings will be seen on page'XIII under 
the heading USummary by Main Subjects" where the totals have been -
deducted from each of the years 1966 and 1967. Vacant posts and con­
sult~ts have been casted as heretofore in accordance with averages , 
determined on the basis of past experience.

Regular Programme 
The Regular Programme proposals for 1967 are based on a tentative 

allocation of $ ~,614,OOO tor all purposes. The amount includes costs 
Regional Committee meeting(s), the Regional Office and the Regular 
Programme Field Activities. The amount is $ 380,000 or about 8.97% 
higher than the comparable provisions in the revised programme and 
budget for 1966. As additional needs for the Regional Office absorb 
$ 17,115 or aboub 4.51% of this increase, and as the overall costs of 
malaria activities are only slightly higher in 1967 as compared with 
19~~, this means that the regular field programme in fields other than 
malaria has been strengthened in 1967 by more than 95 per cent of the 
increase in tentative allocation. 

Technical Assistance 
The columns headed Technical Assistance cover two parts of the 

field"programme, which are financed from other sources. Those arel

The costs of additional WHO 
staff needed for projects could not be accommodated under either 
source of funds and therefore, the requesting governments are 
making the required funds available to the Organization, All 
such activities are indicated by the letters "FIT- in the Techni­
cal Assistance column in order to separate them from those that 
are part of the Expanded Programme. 

Malaria Eradication Accelerated Programme (Annex I) 
To supplement the provisions under the Regular budget only acti­

vities designed to accelerate the malaria eradication programme, mainly 
pre-eradication projects, are indicated under this heading. Implemen­
tation will be possible only to the extent voluntary contributions 
may be forthcoming in cash or in kind. 

Community Water Supply Special Account (Annex II) 
Those activities which are proposed for the purpose of providing 

assistance to governments in planning, preparing for, and providing 
technical assistance in the development of Community Water Supply may 
be carried out subject to both approval in the normal manner and to 
sufficient funds becoming available.

Additlonal Projects (Annex'III) 

Additional projects are those which could not be accommodated 
under any source of funds. These include activities requested by 
Governments under category II of the Technical Assistance Programme 
and may only be implemented to the extent that savings accrue or in 
the event that additional resources should becoming available,
